I. CONTENT

A. Level: Seventh Grade Spanish

B. Content: Family vocabulary and the verb “Tener”

C. Objectives: By the end of this lesson, students will be able to:
1. Identify and recite the selected “family” vocabulary words.

2. Recognize the relationships between members of a family and select the correct Spanish word or phrase to describe that relationship.

3. Recognize, form, and apply the singular present tense forms of the irregular verb “tener,” in topics relating to possession (“to have”) as well as age.
D. Standards: Spirit Lake District Standards and Benchmarks for Foreign Language, Spanish I

Standard 1.2: Uses basic vocabulary to describe assorted objects in everyday environments.

II. MATERIALS:

· “¿Quién es?” Worksheets and “Ritmo” CD (Cantos, Ritmos y Rimas by Lonnie Dai Zovi)

· Copy of the assigned worksheet

· Overhead and pen for “tener” notes

· Book, p. 63-64, #10, 11 (If time)

III. ACTIVITES

A. Para Empezar: For “Para Empezar” I will handout out the fill-in-the-blank “¿Quién es?” worksheets for them to begin working on while I go around and check to see who has completed the homework, or “la tarea.”

Time Required: 5-8 minutes

B. La tarea: I will first excuse the students who have not completed the homework, if there are any, to the hallway, and then the rest of the class and I will go over the assigned worksheet together.

Time Required: 5 minutes
C. We will then all go over the “Para Empezar” worksheet together. I will first have them listen to the coordinating CD and “Ritmo” to see if they can find any words they missed, and then we will go over the whole thing together. I will be sure to go over the word “de” with them and clarify its use in this context.

Time Required: 10 minutes

D. Ritmo: After reviewing the worksheet, we will practice it slowly together as class, and then do it once or twice again using the CD.

Time Required: 6 minutes

E. Tener: We will now switch gears and take a look at the irregular verb “tener.” I will write “tener” on the overhead, and then ask if anyone knows what it means. I will then provide them with the “yo” or “I” form, and have them figure out what that means in English. I will do the same with the “tú/you” form, and the “él/he, ella/she” forms. I will also explain how “tener” is used to express age in Spanish. Students will be expected to take notes in their notebooks as we go over this verb.

Time Required: 10 minutes

F. Practice using tener: Once the students have completed their brief notes, I will ask random members of the class questions about their own families and their ages using the verb “tener,” and the students will be expected to respond using “tener.”

G. More Practice: If more time remains, I will have the students work in pairs on two activities in the book focusing on the verb “tener.” (Activities 10 and 11 on pages 63-64.)
