I. CONTENT

A. Level: Eighth Grade Spanish

B. Content: Food (En el café y el mercado) and Plural forms of ER/IR verbs

C. Objectives: By the end of this lesson, students will be able to:
1. Identify and recite the selected “food” vocabulary words.

2. Recognize, form, and apply the plural present tense forms of regular verbs ending in both ER and IR.
D. Standards: Spirit Lake District Standards and Benchmarks for Foreign Language, Spanish I

Standard 1.2: Uses basic vocabulary to describe assorted objects in everyday environments.

II. MATERIALS:

· My notes on meals in Spain

· Copies of the “Seeing Double” Activity

· Overhead and pen for plural “ER/IR” notes

· Book, p. 186-187, #9, 10 (If time)



	Teaching Phase

III. ACTIVITES

A. Para Empezar: For our opening activity, I will put five questions up on the overhead that involve the new food vocabulary. The students will complete these questions while I walk around and check for completion of the assigned homework. We will then review the “Para Empezar” questions together as a class.

Time Required: 10-12 minutes

B. La tarea: I will have the students share with partners what they wrote for the homework, which was to say what they eat and drink for each meal of the day. For those who may not have completed the assignment, they will go after the partner who has completed the work, and will need to try and come up with what they eat on the spot.

Time Required: 5 minutes
C. Culture: I will talk for a few minutes about what I used to eat for each meal while I was Spain, and will go over the time and daily schedule differences between the Spanish culture and our culture. 

Time Required: 5 minutes

D. Activity: We will now move back into a review of the vocabulary using the “Seeing Double” partner activity. I will hand out the same sheet of paper to each partner. Each sheet has images of six different plates of food, which are numbered the same, 1-6 on both sheets. Partners will take turns describing one plate without telling their partner which one they are describing, and then the partner will have to guess which plate is being described. I will write some helpful phrases on the board, such as “Este plato tiene…” and “Hay…”

Time Required: 5-8 minutes

E. ER/IR verbs: The students already have the singular forms (I, you, he/she) of these verbs, and today they will learn the plural forms (we, they, you all.) I will start using the ER verbs, and will have them tell me what the verb means, and what the singular forms are. Then we will go over the plural forms while they take notes. We will go over one or two more ER verbs following the same pattern, and then we will do the same using the IR verbs, making sure to emphasize the ONE difference between ER and IR verbs, which is seen in the “we” form. 

Time Required: 10 minutes

F. Practice using ER/IR’s: I will ask the students questions, focusing on the plural forms of the verbs they are focusing on in this chapter.

G. More Practice: If more time remains, I will have the students work in pairs on two activities in the book focusing on the plural forms of the ER/IR verbs of the chapter (Activities 9 and 10 on pages 186-187.)

Homework: p. 91 in the workbook, which is some easy practice of the plural ER/IR 

verbs. I want to go over one or two of the questions with them before they leave so they know how to begin when they get home.
