	Planning Phase

I. CONTENT

A. Level: Advanced

B. Content: Advanced tense review

C. Objectives: By the end of this lesson, students will be able to:
1. Recognize and identify the selected verb tenses

2. Form and apply the tenses in original sentences
D. Standards: ACTFL Standards

II. MATERIALS:

· Comic, “Enemigos mortales” from Foxtrot by Bill Amend

· Verb notes

· Dictionaries

· Paper and pen/pencil for sentences

· Paper for individual comics



	Teaching Phase

III. ACTIVITES

A. Setting the Stage: Start class by introducing the comic. Let the class know that this is a review of a variety of verb tenses. I will read it aloud, asking them to listen for the different tenses.

Time Required: 5-8 minutes

B. Engaging Learners/Providing Input: I will hand out copies of the comic, and as a class we will translate the text and negotiate its meaning.

Time Required: 15 minutes
C. Guided Participation: After translating the comic, the students will go through each scene and write down each verb. Once they have them all written, I will ask them to identify the name of the tense, and write three sentences of their own in each tense.

Time Required: 25 minutes

D. Extension: When the students have completed their sentences, they will get into partners or small groups and share their sentences, using the group to peer-check their grammar. 

Time Required: 10 minutes

E. Informal/Formal Assessment: I will spot-check everyone as they work to see how they are doing. I will be looking to make sure they understand the specific verb tenses by looking at their sentences.
F. Closure: I will close the lesson by asking for a few volunteers for specific verb tenses, and then let the class know what we will be doing the following day.

Time Required: 5 minutes
G. Homework: As a possible homework assignment, students could be assigned to create their own comic strip, using all of the same tenses as the comic strip studied in class.
