I. CONTENT

A. Level: Intermediate/Advanced

B. Content: “Going Green” and formal commands

C. Objectives: By the end of this lesson, students will be able to:
1. Translate and paraphrase a Spanish comic

2. Interpret and discuss several Spanish videos

3. Create a poster utilizing “Going Green” vocabulary and formal commands

D. Standards: ACTFL Standards

Standard 1.1: Students engage in conversations, provide and obtain information, express feelings and emotions, and exchange opinions—Students will discuss “green” themes, comic, and videos.
Standard 1.2: Students understand and interpret written and spoken language on a variety of topics—Students will be reading and speaking in the target language

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III. ACTIVITES

A. Setting the Stage: Ask class what they know or have heard about being “green.” Introduce comic and videos. Tell class we will be making our own “Going Green” awareness posters, and that they should take notes to get ideas for their own posters.

Time Required: 5 minutes

B. Engaging Learners/Providing Input: I will hand out copies of the comic, and as a class we will translate the text and negotiate its meaning. After the comic, we will watch a few of the videos, and then discuss their meaning.

Time Required: 25 minutes
C. Guided Participation: After viewing the comic and videos, the class will  be split into groups. The group members will pool ideas from the comic and videos and decide what ideas they would like to put in a poster. The groups will then begin writing the text they want to later put on their posters. They will need to use the new vocabulary, and formal commands.

Time Required: 25 minutes

D. Extension: When the groups have their poster text completed, they will have it checked, and then may begin creating their actual poster.

Time Required: 30 minutes-2 hours

E. Informal/Formal Assessment: I will spot-check everyone as they work to see how they are doing. I will grade the completed posters using a rubric, which will be provided to each group before they beginning the project.
F. Closure: This will most likely take at least two days, so I will close the class by summing up what we did today, and reminding them of what needs to be done for the following day.

Time Required: 3 minutes
G. Homework: If groups need to or decide to, they can work on the poster as homework.
