I. CONTENT

A. Level: Spanish III

B. Content: In the hotel

C. Objectives: By the end of this lesson, students will:
1. Recognize and apply “In the hotel” vocabulary.

D. Standards: Spirit Lake District Standards and Benchmarks for Foreign Language, Spanish III

Standard 1.2: Uses basic vocabulary to describe assorted objects in everyday environments.

II. MATERIALS:

III. ACTIVITES

A. Las Noticias: Students assigned to share their “news” (2-4 sentences about something happening in their lives) will share and answer questions from me and other classmates. 
Time Required: 8 minutes

B. Para Empezar: Students will answer questions on the board that utilize the new “In the hotel” vocabulary in order to get their minds focused on the day’s lesson topic. When the students are done writing, we will quickly go over some of their answers.
Time Required: 10-12 minutes
C. Review: With partners, students will review vocabulary by quizzing one another from their vocabulary lists.

Time Required: 10-15 minutes

D. Activity Preparation: I will pass out the “Move It” handouts and envelopes, and students will need to cut out the pieces of furniture and place them in their envelopes. Each student will have one.
Time Required: 8 minutes

E. Move It Activity: Once everyone has cut out their hotel room furniture, one person will set up the room any way they want, being careful to ensure that their partner can’t see their room. Then, the partner who arranged their room will describe where everything is, in Spanish, and the partner will have to set up their room to match. When done, they will compare rooms and if there are any differences, will need to decide where they got mixed up.

Time Required: 15 minutes

F. Closure: Before class is over, I will ask students how it went, and if there were any specific words they had trouble with. I will note those words down, for future reference. I will also make sure to remind students to keep their envelopes and rooms in case we have time to use them again.

Time Required: 4 minutes
